Eric Wiegardt, juror for the 40th annual KWS show, was in 

Wichita October 7th through 9th for a watercolor workshop 

for thirteen participants, and Saturday, October 10th for  
Juror’s Day.  Thirteen participants enjoyed daily demonstra-

tions and painting surrounded by Mr. Wiegardt’s original 

watercolors.   Demonstrations were primarily focused on 

painting a full sheet using small plein aire paintings as 

source material. Mr. Wiegradt painted street scenes and boats 

during the workshop demos, so we suggested he paint flow-

ers, another one of his favorite topics.  The Saturday demon-

stration featured a painting of live arranged fall flowers.  Although the chairs were set 

up in perfect rows, it didn’t take much to invite everyone to pull their chairs close to the 

mirror or stand around the side and behind like we did at the workshop.    

 
After reviewing over 500 artworks by 204 artists, 29 from outside the Great 8, at the 

late September “First Impressions” KWS event, it was very interesting to hear the ju-

ror’s comments about the selected paintings during the morning of Juror’s Day.  He said 

there were many outstanding entries, and it was difficult to select the show.    The show 

opens with a reception from 5:00 PM to 7:00 PM this Friday, November 20, and contin-

ues through January 3, 2010.
